Introducing Our Judge

BONHOMIE

Bonnie’s introduction to the show ring was with an Irish

that she acquired as a pet in 1973. Having enjoyed success at open shows she was bitten by
the showing bug and soon after two Sowerhill bitches joined the family. Sowerhill Nobleman
(SH CH Jason Of Andana Of Clonageera x Fearnley Fire Ember Of Sowerhill) followed and he
was her first Show Champion. In total he amassed 10 CCs and five Res CCs. He was a special
boy and all Bonnie’s subsequent dogs were descendants of his.

Nobleman left his mark as a stud dog. A mating to Andana Spring Day produced the influential
bitch, SH CH Andana Jemimah, dam to litter mates SH Ch Konakakela Ziggy of Strathmead and
SH CH Konakakela Zagar by Romarne. When mated to Clonageera Holly he produced the 1991
Crufts bitch CC winner SH CH Clonageera Forget Me Not. When she was mated to SH CH Clon-
ageera Genesis she produced SH CH Bonhomie Forgotten Dream.

In 1988 Bonnie bought a grandson of Nobleman, SH CH Marksway Marquis. Winner of 27 CCs
and 26 Res CCs his illustrious career covered group, Res BIS, BIS wins and culminated in style
with him winning the Dog CC and BOB at Crufts in 1997 from the Veteran Class.

Marquis sired SH CH Autumnwood Prince Of Tides (x Copatain Star of the County Down of
Autumnwood), littermates SH CH Delsanto Luke & SH CH Delsanto Lucinda (x SH CH Delsanto
Roxanne), SH CH Bramleyhill Mariah (x Danaway Donella) and IR SH CH Pheasant of Clon-
ageera at Cloonminda (x Bonhomie Unforgetable of Foxfleet). Mating Marquis to SH CH Bon-
homie Forgotten Dream resulted in SH CH Bonhomie Theme For A Dream. The Marquis son
Redclyst Glen Fergus (x Redclyst Glen Lossie) when mated to Roserran Remember Me To Bon-
homie produced Sh Ch Bonhomie Vaguely Noble who in turn sired SH CH Henaleas Flirting
Around.

When Bonnie decided to call an end to her days of showing and breeding she gifted the Bon-
homie affix to her good friend Sue Edwards who has kept the Bonhomie affix to the fore of
the Irish Setter showing world to this current day.

Bonnie is a highly regarded judge and the pinnacle of her judging career was her appointment
to judge Irish Setter Dogs at Crufts in 2012, an appointment that was a measure of the esteem
in which she is held in the breed.

We are delighted that Bonnie has agreed to judge at the Irish Red Setter Club
Championship Show and we hope that she enjoys her day.



CLASS DEFINITION
(The word "Dog" includes both sexes)
A BABY PUPPY CLASS is confined to dogs over 4 and under 6 months of age on the day of the
show. Dogs entered in this class are not eligible to challenge for the Green Star and may not
take part in any further competition except best Baby Puppy in show.

A PUPPY CLASS is confined to dogs over 6 and under 12 calendar months of age on the day of
the show, computed from and inclusive of the date of its birth.

A JUNIOR CLASS is for dogs over 9 months and under 18 calendar months of age on the day of
the show, computed from and inclusive of the day of its birth.

AN INTERMEDIATE CLASS is for dogs between 15 and 24 calendar months of age on the day of
the show, computed from and inclusive of the day of its birth.

AN ADULT CLASS is for dogs between 24 and 36 calendar months of age on the first day of the
Show.

AN OPEN CLASS is for dogs over 15 calendar months of age on the day of the show, computed
from and inclusive of the day of its birth.

A CHAMPION CLASS is for dogs who have gained the title of Champion under Irish Kennel Club
rules or under a recognized kennel authority confirmed by the date of closing of entries.

VETERAN CLASS is for dogs over 8 years of age on the day of the show, computed from and
inclusive of the day of its birth.

A FIELD TRIAL CLASS is confined to dogs that have won a least a reserve in a Novice, Puppy,
Derby or Open Stake.

BRACE CLASS is for two exhibits of the same or different sexes of the same breed belonging to
the same person, each exhibit having been entered in some class other than Brace or Team.

A TEAM CLASS is for three exhibits ore more, belonging to the same owner, each exhibit to
have shown in at least one other class for the breed.

A SPECIAL PROGENY CLASS is for Stud Dogs and Brood Bitches who will be judged on their
progeny appearing in the ring with them, each of the progeny to have been shown in at least
one other class for the breed.

PLEASE NOTE: A veteran dog who is a Champion may enter in either Veteran or Champion
class but not both. A dog or bitch may be entered in ONE CLASS only.

Special Beginners Stakes; A new stakes class to help promote newcomers to the scene and also
to encourage some competing in the more numerically strong breeds. To be eligible to compete,
neither the owner/handler or the dog will have won a Green Star prior to the entry closing date
of the show. This class can be offered at any show. This is judged on the quality of the dog and
placings are 1-4 as in the other stakes classes. The organising Show Society decide the prizes
they wish to offer (and if they want to charge an entry fee. In the event that a dog is coBowned,
all owners must fulfil the criteria).

Neuter Class;

The classes can be offered at all Championship & Open Shows in the breed and the Best Neuter
Male and Best Neuter Female can compete for Best Neuter in Breed and go forward to Best
Neuter in Show, BUT they do not compete for the Green Stars and there is no Neuter Champion
title.



SHOW REGULATIONS

1. JURISDICTION: The Show will be held under the Rules of the Irish Kennel Club as in
force at the date of publication of the Schedule.

2. All dogs entered for competition must be registered or transferred at the Irish Ken-
nel Club Ltd.

3. VENUE: The Show will be held at The National Show Centre, Cloghran, on Saturday
18" May 2024.

4. ENTRY FEES: First dog €22.00 includes catalogue, all subsequent entries €10.00
Postal entries will be received up to and including 29" April (POSTMARK).

On-line entries close 10™ May, 2024.

5. REJECTION OF ENTRIES: etc. The Committee reserves the right to reject any entry,
advertisement or other insertion in the Catalogue.

6. ENTRY FORMS: The Catalogue will be compiled from the entry forms submitted by
exhibitors and while every endeavour will be made to have forms correctly interpret-
ed, the promoting body cannot accept any responsibility for mistakes therein.

7. ENTRY FEES: Fees for exhibits failing to arrive or rejected by the Veterinary Surgeon
will be forfeited.

7. JUDGES: In the event of the appointed judge failing to keep his or her engagement,
the committee shall have the right to fill the vacancy thus caused.

8. JUDGING: Judging will commence at 11.00am. sharp and no claim will be consid-
ered in the event of an exhibit being late. No person will be allowed in the judging
ring except the judge, show officials, or an exhibitor taking in a dog for adjudication.
The exhibition number of each dog must be clearly displayed by the handler, who shall
not wear a badge or other decoration in the judging ring. The club will not be responsi-
ble for any exhibit in the ring at the time of judging.

9. ACCIDENT OR DAMAGE: The club will not be responsible for any loss or damage
sustained through accident by exhibits, exhibitors or other persons attending the
show.

IKC rule: for insurance purposes, dogs not for exhibition but present on the show
ground on the day of the show must be registered with the secretary before the
show. Fee €5 per dog

Section 1 - Rule - Registration: Every dog exhibited or competing at any show, field
trial or obedience test must be registered with the IKC Ltd. in the name of the exhibi-
tor or competitor, save in case of greyhounds duly registered with the Irish Coursing
Club and dogs not of a recognised breed for which licences have been approved for
obedience or working test. Failure to comply with the above will result in (A) the dog
being disqualified from the event and (B) the exhibitor being fined € 127.00 the imple-
mentation of which will be a normal office routine. All appeals to the Irish Kennel Club
should carry a fee of €6.00 refundable if the appeal is upheld.

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RING ETIQUETTE / CODE OF CONDUCT

We are very privileged to be the owners, breeders and exhibitors of the very
wonderful Irish Setter. As such, we need to remember that we are only caretak-
ers of this beautiful, intelligent breed and we must do our utmost to make sure
that it leaves our hands as a stronger, healthier breed for future generations to
benefit from.

Dog shows are a hobby and should be enjoyed by everyone, win or lose.

Exhibitors commit themselves to values of fair play, honesty, courtesy and vig-
orous competition, as well as winning and losing with grace.

We should all have respect for ourselves, our judge and our fellow exhibitors.
Nastiness and sarcastic remarks have no place in or out of the show ring.
Alway leave the entrance to the ring clear of chairs, cartes etc.

Stay near the ring so that you will have your dog ready to go into his / her class
when called.

Pay attention to your dog. You only have a short time for your dog to impress
the judge, use it wisely.

If the judge asks the class to move around the ring together, check that the
other exhibitors are ready before moving off.

Always keep a reasonable distance between your dog and the one in front,
whether standing or moving.

Always stand your dog in line with other exhibits.

There is no rule against exhibiting a bitch in season. However, it is not recom-
mended for the bitch’s health, comfort and safety and is certainly not appreci-
ated by other exhibitors.

If your dog is placed in his / her class, always thank the steward for your prize
card or rosette and always congratulate the winner, be it in a class, group or
Best In Show.
