1. Jurisdiction: The Show will be held under the Rules of The Irish Kennel Club Ltd., and a
copy of the I. K. C. Rules and Regulations will be in the Secretary’s Office on the day of the
Show.

2. Registrations: All dogs entered for competition or otherwise must be registered or trans-
ferred at the Irish Kennel Club Ltd, Unit 36, Greenmount Office Park, Dublin 6

3. Venue- The Show will be held in the National Show Centre Cloghran, Co. Dublin, on
Saturday 19t. August 2018

4. ENTRIES: First Dog: €18.00, €10.00 For the second dog. €6.00 For the third dog. Any
number of dogs for €30.00.

Fees of exhibits arriving late or failing to arrive will be forfeited. No entries will be accepted
without the appropriate Service Charge, which cannot be refunded under any circum-
stances. The Committee reserves the right to reject any entry.

6. Judges: In the event of the appointed Judge failing to keep his or her engagement the Com-
mittee shall have the right to appoint another Judge or Judges.

7. Judging: Will commence at 11.30 am. sharp. No claim will'‘be'considered in the event of an
exhibit being late. No persons will be allowed in the dudging Ring except the Judge, Show
Officials, or an exhibitor taking in a dog for adjudicatioh. Fhe exhibition number of each dog
must be clearly displayed by the handler, who shall*not wear a badge or other decoration in
the Judging Ring. The Club will not be respohsible for the exhibition of any exhibit in the
Ring.

CLASS DEFINITIONS

(The word 'Dog' includes both séxes)

A Puppy Class is confined to dogs over six and under twélye‘calendar months of age on the first
day of the Show computed from and inclusive of the date of itS birth.

A Junior Class is for dogs between 9 and 18 calefidar months of age on the first day of the
Show, computed from and inclusive of the date ofits birth.

An Intermediate Class is for dogs betweensl’S and 24 calendar months of age on the first day of
the Show, computed from and inclusive of thedate of its birth.

An Open Class is for dogs over L5 months of age on the first day of the Show, computed from
and inclusive of the date of its birth,

A Champions Class is for dogs.who have gained the Title of Champion under Irish Kennel Club
Rules or under a recognised Kennel Authority confirmed by the date of closing of entries.****

A Veteran Class is for dogs over eight years of age on the first day of the Show, computed from
and inclusive of the date of its birth.)

Please Note: A Veteran Dog who is a Champion may enter in either Veteran or Champion
Class but not both.**

N.B.: A Dog or Bitch may be entered in ONE BREED CLASS ONLY (No double entries)

BRACE CLASS is for two exhibits of the same or different sexes of the same breed belonging
to the same person, each exhibit having been entered in some class other than Brace or Team.

NOTE: Dogs under the age of six months are not allowed into the show grounds. All dogs
entered must be registered or transferred at the Irish Kennel Club in the name of the Ex-
hibitor.
