Subsequent entries: €15.00 per dog per class. Any number of dogs €60 (registered to the same owner).
Other Classes: €10.00 per dog per class.

Entries: will be received online (www.dogshowentry.ie) until midnight on the 10th May 2026. Postal Entries will
be received by the Show Secretary up to 1st May 2026 (Postmark).

Rejection of entries: The committee reserves the right to reject any entry, advertisement or other insertion in the
catalogue.

CLASS DEFINITIONS
(The word 'Dog' includes both sexes)

A Baby Puppy Class is confined to dogs over 4 and less than 6 months of age on the day of the Show.

Dogs entered in this class are not eligible to challenge for the Green Star and may not take part in any further
competition except Best Baby Puppy In Show.

A Minor Puppy Class is confined to dogs of 6 months and under the age of 9 months on the day of the Show.
A Puppy Class is confined to dogs of 6 months and under the age of 12 months on the day of the Show.

A Junior Class is for dogs between 9 and 18 calendar months of age on the day of the Show.

An Intermediate Class is for dogs between 15 and 24 calendar months of age on the day of the Show.

An Adult Class is for dogs between 24 and 36 calendar months of age on the day of the Show.

An Open Class is for dogs over 15 months of age on the day of the Show

A Champions Class is for dogs who have gained the Title of Champion under Irish Kennel Club Rules or under another
recognised Kennel Authority confirmed by the date of closing of entries.

A Veteran Class is for dogs over eight years of age on the day of the Show. Please note—a Veteran Dog who is also a
Champion may enter in either Veteran of Champion Class but not both.

A Field Trial Class is confined to dogs who have won at least a reserve in Puppy, Novice, Derby or Open Stake as defined in
the Field Trial Rules & Regulations.

A Neuter Class is confined to neutered dogs. Dogs entered in this class may not compete for any other award other than
Best Neuter in show.

Beginners Class To be eligible to compete in this class, neither the owner, handler or dog will have won a Green Star prior
to the entry closing date of the Show. In the event of co-owned dogs, all owners must fulfil the criteria. This class is judged on
the quality of the dog.

A Brace Class is for two exhibits of the same or different sexes of the same breed belonging to the same person, each
exhibit having been entered in some class other than brace or team.
